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1 Safety

This appliance complies with the standards
EN 55011 and CISPR 11. It is a group 2,
class B product. Group 2 means that mi-
crowaves are produced for the purpose of
heating food. Class B means that the appli-
ance is suitable for private households.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged
8 or over and by people who have reduced
physical, sensory or mental abilities or inad-
equate experience and/or knowledge,
provided that they are supervised or have
been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting
dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.
Children must not perform cleaning or user
maintenance unless they are at least 15 years
old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away
from the appliance and power cable.

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2 Preventing material damage

compartment leads to corrosion.

» Always wipe away the condensation after cooking.

» Do not store food in the cooking compartment.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no

longer close properly during operation. This may dam-

age the front of adjacent kitchen units.

» Keep the seal clean at all times.

» Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged
or missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may

damage it.

» Do not place, hang or support objects on the appli-
ance door.

2.2 Microwave
Follow these instructions when using the microwave.

Metal touching the wall of the cooking compartment

will cause sparks, which may damage the appliance or

4.6 Cooking compartment

The functions in the cooking compartment make your
appliance easier to use.

Interior lighting

When you open the appliance door, the interior lighting
switches on. If the appliance door remains open for
longer than approx. 15 minutes, the interior lighting
switches off.

With most types of heating and functions, the interior
lighting remains on while the appliance is in operation.
The interior lighting switches off again when the opera-
tion stops.

Cooling fan

The cooling fan switches on and off as required. The
hot air escapes through the ventilation slots above the
appliance door.

ATTENTION!

Covering the ventilation slots will cause the appliance
to overheat.

» Do not cover the ventilation slots.

To cool the cooking compartment more quickly after
operation, the cooling fan continues to run for a certain
period afterwards. If the appliance is running in mi-
crowave operation, the appliance remains cool, but the
cooling fan still switches on. The cooling fan may con-
tinue to run even when microwave operation has
ended.

4.7 Condensation

Condensation can occur in the cooking compartment
and on the appliance door when cooking. Condensa-
tion is normal and does not adversely affect appliance
operation. Wipe away the condensation after cooking.

4.8 Appliance door

You can open the appliance door using Ql. If you open
the appliance door during operation, the operation
stops. If the appliance door is closed, you can continue
operation with DIL.

The cooking time depends on the cookware, as well as
on the temperature, composition and quantity of the
food. This is why temperature ranges are given in the
tables. Begin with the lower temperature and, if neces-
sary, use a higher setting the next time. If you use dif-
ferent quantities than those specified in the table, ad-
here to the rule of thumb: Double the amount = almost
double the time, half the amount = half the time.

Place the cookware on the bottom of the cooking compartment.

Turn or stir the food 2 to 3 times during this time. When turning, remove any liquid that escapes during defrosting.
Liquid is produced when defrosting meat or poultry. When turning, drain off any liquid. Do not use this for other
purposes or allow it to come into contact with other foods.

After turning, remove any minced meat that has already defrosted.

To allow the temperature to equalise, leave the defrosted food to rest for another 10 to 30 minutes in the appli-

ance after switching it off.
